Ways a Teacher Can Use A Personal Website
· To access your resources.  The best way to keep track of your favorite links is on a web page. Once they are on the web, they are accessible from anywhere. This is better than bookmarking, which is dependent on a specific machine. 

· Disseminating information to students.  Sick of repeating yourself.  Put it on your website.  This also eliminates redistributing handouts to students who were absent, or lost the originals.  

· Teacher collaboration.  Post material on your website and refer them to it.

· Self-promotion.  Let them know that you’ve been hard at work.

· Sharing information with parents.  Keep them informed about what’s going on.  Also, they can never say, “I didn’t get that information,” again.
